Not all Muslims are alike;
the same is true of Christians.
Everyone does not have exactly the same beliefs or customs; there are different schools of interpretation and understanding. Many are strict, observing the Koran, but others are not; there are good and bad Muslims as there are good and bad Christians.
The group responsible for this leaflet find that they have much more in common with the teachings of Islam than many others who claim to be Christians. Here are some examples;
1. We, the Christadelphians, believe that God is one. We do not hold the popular belief in a Trinity. The Bible teaches that one true and living God created all things, and that He sustains them.
The Bible says:
"/ am the LORD, and there is none else, there is no God beside me. I girded thee, though thou has not known me; that they may know from the rising of the sun and from the West, that there is none beside me. I am the LORD, and there is none else." (isaiah 45:5,6)
See also Genesis 1:1.
2. We believe that Jesus Christ will come back to the earth because the Bible promises this in many places. Angels said that he would return to earth as he went away. We look for this return, as he asked us to.
The Bible says:
"Ye men of Galilee, why .stand ye gazing up into heaven? this same Jesus, which is taken up from you into heaven, shall so come in like manner as ye have seen him go into heaven." (acts 1:11)
See also II Thessalonians 1:7.
3. We believe that Jesus will raise the dead and hold a judgement.
The Bible says:
"Because he hath appointed a day, in the which he will judge the world in righteousness by that man who he hath ordained, whereof he hath given assurance unto all men, in that he raised him from the dead." (acts 17:31)
See also 1 Corinthians 15:22,23.
4. Jesus will set up the Kingdom of God on the earth and make it a place of beauty, truth and peace.
The Bible says:
"The wolf also shall dwell with the lamb, and the leopard shall lie down with the kid, and the calf and the young lion and the fatling together; and a little child shall lead them. And the cow and the bear shall feed; their young ones shall lie down together and the lion shall eat straw like the ox. And the sucking child shall play on the hole of an asp, and the weaned child shall put his hand on the cockatrice' den. They shall not hurt nor destroy in all my holy mountain; for the earth shall be full of the knowledge of the LORD, as the waters cover the sea." (isaiah 11:6-9)
See also Numbers 14:21 & Revelation 5:10.    .
As a Muslim you will be able to identify with these beliefs.
There are other similarities too, and of course, there are some differences. The teaching that Jesus is the Son of God is one of these differences, but, once more a careful reading of the Bible helps us to understand exactly what this teaching is.

God did not beget a son through a physical act as men do. The Bible shows that the child was conceived in the womb of Mary by God's power, the Holy Spirit. The Bible does not speak at any time of a physical act which would be derogatory to the majesty of God, but by a miracle: the Virgin conceived. No man was involved and therefore the child was called the Son of God.

The Bible says:

"Then said Mary unto the Angel, How shall this be, seeing I know not a man? And the Angel answered her, The Holy Spirit shall come upon thee and the power of the Highest shall overshadow thee; therefore a/so that holy thing which shall be born of thee shall be called the Son of God." (LUKE 1:34,35)

From his human mother, Jesus inherited our human nature. Like us he was subject to trials and temptations as we are. But Jesus overcame these and lived a life without sin. He is, therefore, able to help other men and women who because of sin are all subject to death.

The Bible says:

"Seeing then that we have a great high priest, that is passed into the heavens, Jesus the Son of God, let us hold fast our profession. For we have not an high priest which cannot be touched with the feeling of our infirmities; but was in all points tempted like as we are, yet without sin." (Hebrews 4:14,15)

See also Hebrews 2:14,15..
The Bible shows that man, ever since Adam, whose humanity he has inherited, has been in rebellion against the ways of God. Everyone

has sinned.

The Bible says:

"There is none righteous, no not one." (ROMANS 3:10)

This means that we all need the salvation that God alone holds out in the work of Jesus Christ. We are not basically good, and simply in need of improvement. We are ourselves wicked in the sight of God and need to repent, to turn from the way of life which men accept, and to live in God's way.

The Bible says:

"Repent ye therefore, and be convened, that your sins may be blotted out, when the times of refreshing shall come from the presence of the Lord." (Acts 3: 19)
